c. What aspect of space vacations are the people at Wimberly, Allison,Tong & Goo concerned about? What are they trying to do to overcome that concern? 

d. How do the circle of tanks and cylindrical walkways  help create the weightless environment for zero gravity activities? 

e. What does Mr. Bigelow believe will entice rocket manufacturers to build inexpensive transportation to resorts in outer space? 

f. To win the $10 million X-Prize, what must companies create? Why was the prize created? How many companies are competing for the prize? 

g. What is one of the big concerns that Madhu Thangavelu, a space architect at the University of Southern California, is now examining? 

h. If a youngster did not want to wait for another summer for space travel, which adventure organization might he or she call? 

i. What must a space enthusiast do if he or she wants to fly to Moscow on board a Russian zero gravity training jet or on a Mig 25 fighter that soars at 82,000 feet? How does the earth appear to the naked eye at 82,000 feet?
